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Farm Stay Tour

Tour Code: PERSDPBWFS-VH (GV2) Updated 22 Feb'10

Enjoy an authentic farm stay in the Chittering Valley, surrounded by bush clad hills and orange orchards.
Whilst in the district we visit a local fruit grower, a vineyard and experience native Australian animals.

DAY 01: SINGAPORE — PERTH (Meal-On-Board)
Upon arrival, transfer to your hotel base on seat-in coach for your overnight stay.
Please reconfirm with our local representative on your pick-up timings for your daily itineraries.

DAY 02: PERTH — BINDOON’'S WINDMILL FARM (Breakfast / Lunch / Dinner)

After breakfast, we have a close up experience with native Australian animals at Caversham
Wildlife Park, where you have the opportunity to feed kangaroos and take photo's of adorable
koalas.

Then proceed for our farm stay at Bindoon’s Windmill Farm. After you have checked,
experience a horse riding, a visit to a local Fruit Orchard for farm grown fruit and in the harvest
season try grape picking (fruits available all year, grapes Dec - Mar only), a sheep shearing
demonstration, a tractor / trailer farm tour, a cow milking demonstrations, a wool demonstration,
assist in feeding farm animal before enjoying an Australian dinner.

Dinner & Overnight: Bindoon’s Windmill farm or similar.

Note: Tour requires minimum of 2 passengers to operate. (Farm stay base on Multi-share and
farm activities is SUBJECT to changes depending on the farm stay)

Chalet 1 (11 person max): with 3 Individual bedroom with ensuite shower — toilet facilities,
Communal Lounge complete with coffee/tee making

Chalet 2 (21 person max): with 4 bedroom unit with ensuite shower — toilet facilities, Both
Chalet are air-conditioned and heated.

Two Rooms “in homestead” (accommodating a total of 6 person):

Room A - One couple plus two singles ; Room B — One couple

All room are also air-conditioned and heated but shared toilet faclities.

DAY 03: BINDOON’'S WINDMILL FARM TO PERTH (Breakfast )

This morning enjoy a hearty farm style breakfast. before we feed the farm animals.

In the late morning, we will depart back to Perth city. Passing by the historical town of Guildford
we stop for wine tasting at the States oldest and best-known vineyard, Sandalford Wines.
Founded in 1840, today they offer an extensive cellar and wine emporium gift store featuring
stunning wine accessories and works by local artists. We then stop at the Swan Valley outlet of
the Margaret River Chocolate Factory.

DAY 04: PERTH CITY TOUR (Breakfast)

Starting in Perth at 8.00am, the tour takes in all major attractions, beginning with Kings Park
botanical gardens, where you have time to experience a walk through the trees canopies on the
Tree Top Walkway. Later, continue to Cottesloe Beach before arriving at historical
Fremantle.

Part with the group for more time here making your own way home via public transport otherwise
we highly suggest you take the optional Swan River Cruise (AUD 20 per person) back to Perth
with Captain Cook Cruises. Onboard, relax into panoramic scenery of Perth as you enjoy a
Western Australian wine tasting whilst cruising by extravagant waterfront houses of Millionaires
Row. Alternatively, stay on the coach returning to Perth by road travelling past the University of
Western Australia, Royal Perth Yacht Club, the Old Swan Brewery, Barrack Street Jetty,
the Bell Tower and finally the Perth Mint, arrive at approx. 12.30 pm. (No hotel drop off after
tour)

DAY 05: PERTH — SINGAPORE (Breakfast)
Breakfast in hotel. Free at leisure until departure transfer to airport for your flight back to
Singapore.
