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Yangon - Bagan, Mandalay - Heho - Pindaya - Inle Lake

Day 01 Singapore ~* Yangon (Lunch/Dinner)

Arrive at Yangon International Airport, you will be welcome by our
representative and be transferred to your hotel. Next, proceed for
sightseeing to the prime downtown location of the center of
Yangon with hundreds of stores surrounded by various colonial
style buildings of World War II & Independent Monument for
photo shots & witness the daily life of local people. After lunch
proceed to visit Chauk Htat Kyi ~ a colossal reclining Buddha.
Early evening visit to the world famous golden stupa,
Shwedagone Pagoda which is one of the world's most
spectacular religious monuments and the golden dome of
Shwedagon Pagoda rises 98m above its base and is covered with
60 tons of pure gold. Dinner with cultural show at Karaweik
Palace — a famous restaurant located on the Royal Lake built in
the style of Royal Barge used by Myanmar’s old days kings.
Thereafter transfer to hotel for your overnight stay.

Day 02 Yangon % Bagan

(Breakfast/Lunch/Dinner)

After breakfast depart Mandalay for Bagan by domestic flight.
Upon arrival meet and greet by our local representative and begin
sightseeing and attractions starting with the busy local market
“Nyaung Oo Market” and continuing with visits to a diverse
selection of the most important Pagodas and temples, such as
Shwezigon Pagoda, built by King Anawrahta in the early 11"
century as a religious shrine, Gubyaukkyi, a temple with
exquisite murals of Jataka scenes. Next, proceed to visit City
Gate and Ananda Temple & Oakkyaung the most beautiful
temple in Bagan with four huge standing Buddha images and
numerous seated figures in niches around the galleried interior.
Thatbyinnyu Temple - built by King Alaung Sithu in the early
11" century & the tallest temple in Bagan. After lunch, visit to
Lacquerware Industry. Minanthu Village and Phwasaw
village - where can see the typical Myanmar villagers life. Evening
horse cart ride to watch sunset over the Ayeyarwaddy River from
Shwesandaw Pagoda or Bupaya. Dinner with Puppet Show at
the local restaurant, thereafter transfer back to hotel for your
overnight stay.

Day 03 Bagan » Mandalay

(Breakfast /Lunch /Dinner)

Morning depart Bagan for your domestic flight to Mandalay ~ the
old and historic capital of Myanmar’s last Kingdom and be treated
to a full day sightseeing. This includes visit to Mahamuni Image
~ a bronze Buddha image cast during the lifetime of Buddha
himself. Next, visit Tapestry Works, Wood Carving & Bronze
Casting Workshops, Marble Carving Workshop, Gold Leaf
Beating Workshop and Silk Weaving Home Cottage. After
lunch continue to visit Mandalay Palace, Shwenandaw
Monastery - noted for its exquisite wood carvings. Thereafter
visit to Atumashi Monastery and Kuthodaw Pagoda - known
as the world biggest book and finish the tour by Vvisiting
Mandalay Hill to watch the sunset and the panoramic view of
the city. Dinner at a local restaurant and thereafter transfer back
to hotel for your overnight stay.

Day 04 Mandalay »* Heho - Pindaya - Inle Lake

(Breakfast/Lunch/Dinner)

After breakfast, depart Mandalay for Heho by domestic flight. On
arrival Heho, continue by road (70km,two & half hours drive) to
Pindaya — a small quiet town, famous for it's more than 8000
thousands of Buddha Images deposited inside the caves centuries
of years ago. Visit Pone Talote Lake - there has the romantic
legend where Thudanu Prince (human) & Dwe Mai Naw (Keinary-
half human half bird) are playing enjoyably. Thereafter continue to
visit Pindaya caves, Traditional Shan paper making village,
Pottery and Umbrella making villages. After lunch proceed to
Nyaungshwe - the gateway of famous Inle Lake. Dinner &
overnight stay at hotel in Nyaungshwe or Inle.

Day 05 Inle Lake (Breakfast/Lunch/Dinner)

After breakfast at hotel, boat trip to Inle Lake - stretches 18km &
889m above sea level, the second biggest lake in Myanmar &
famous for its unique leg rowers. Natives are called Inthar who are
decent from Dawei Race in Tanintharyi Division, Mon state. Tour
highlights include visit to Floating Market (Only be available on the
market days, only which is hold on every five days). Continue to visit
Phaungdaw Oo Pagoda - the holiest religious site in Southern
Shan State. Visit Inpawkhone Village - famous for its silk
weaving. Follow by Ngaphechaung Monastery — one of the
oldest monasteries on the lake & well known because of jumping
cats. Visit the traditional ways of fishing, floating gardens,
Silk Weaving Workshops, Cheroot Making Workshops,
Silverware Workshop and Sacred Robe Woven from Lotus
Fibre Workshops. Lunch at local restaurant. Dinner & overnight at
hotel in Nyaungshwe or Inle.

Day 06 Inle & Heho »* Yangon

(Breakfast/Lunch/Dinner)

After breakfast, transfer to Heho airport for flight to Yangon.
Upon arrival meet our representative and be transferred to your
hotel. En route a visit to Mahapasana Cave - where the sixth
Buddhist synod took place. Follow by a visit to Kaba Aye (World
Peace) Pagoda. Continue to Myanmar famous precious Gems,
Jade & Jewellery workshop. After lunch, proceed to visit Bogyoke
Market - formerly known as Scott Market. Evening take a stroll to
the Chinatown where can see the many vendors on the platform &
can buy the variety of Myanmar products. Dinner at local
restaurant and thereafter transfer back to hotel for your overnight
stay.

Day 07 Singapore »* Yangon (Breakfast)
After breakfast, free at leisure to pursue individual interests until
your transfer to the airport for your return flight. Arrive home with
wonderful souvenirs & sweet memories of your memorable holiday
with Asia~Euro Holidays.
